DEATH OF CARDINAL GEORGE PELL: Cardinal George Pell, Australia’s most senior Catholic, died 
in Vatican City on 10 January aged 81.  The archbishop of Sydney, Anthony Fisher, said he was shocked 
by Pell’s sudden death.  “It is with deep sadness that I can confirm His Eminence, George Cardinal Pell, 
passed away in Rome in the early hours of this morning,” he said. “This news comes as a great shock to all 
of us.  “Please pray for the repose of the soul of Cardinal Pell, for comfort and consolation for his family 
and for all of those who loved him and are grieving him at this time.”

“Behold the Lamb of God  

who takes away the Sins of the World” 

  - a call to discipleship and service 

The central theme of today’s readings is a challenge 
to live like the Lamb of God and to die like the Lamb 
of God.  In both the first and second readings, God 
calls individuals to his service.  The gospel passage 
presents three themes, namely, John’s witness to Je-
sus, Jesus’ epiphany and identification as the “Lamb 
of God” and the call to discipleship.  Those who are 
called gradually accept the identity of the One who 
calls them.  Like John the Baptist, today we may wish 
to use today’s Gospel as a personal and corporate call 
to become a witness to the Lamb of God. 

John the Baptist introduced Jesus to the Jews as the 
“Lamb of God” on the second day repeating the title 
on the third day.  Lamb of God is the most meaningful 
title given to Jesus in the Bible.  It is used 29 times in 
the book of Revelation.  It sums up the love, sacrifice 
and the triumph of Christ.  John’s introduction proba-
bly brought five pictures of the “lamb” to the minds of 
his Jewish listeners. 

Entrance Antiphon: All the ear th shall bow down 
before you, O God, and shall sing to you, shall sing to 
your name, O Most High! 

Communion Antiphon: You have prepared a table 
before me, and how precious is the chalice that 
quenches my thirst. 

Prayer after Communion: Lord, we thank you for  
coming into our hearts in Communion.  We believe you are truly present in the Blessed Sacrament. You are our 
life and our hope.  Draw us more deeply to yourself and transform our hearts through your abiding love.  May 
we come to know Sunday as a special day of faith, the day of our Risen Lord.  May our celebration of the Eu-
charist on Sunday consecrate this day to you. 

O Sacrament Most Holy, O Sacrament Divine, All Praise and All Thanksgiving be every moment thine.

THE WORD AND LIFE    this week … 

1) Live and die like the Lamb of God.  (A) Live like a lamb i) by leading pure, innocent, humble, self-

less lives obeying the Christ’s commandment of love. ii) by appreciating the loving providence and protect-

ing care of the Good Shepherd in his Church.  iii) by eating the body and drinking the blood of the Good 

Shepherd and deriving spiritual strength from his Holy Spirit through sacraments and prayers.  (B) Die like 

a sacrificial lamb: i) by shar ing our  blessings of health, wealth and talents with others in the family, 

parish and community.  ii) by bearing witness to Christ in our illness, pain and suffering.  iii) by offering 

our suffering for the salvation of souls and as reparation for our sins and those of others. 

2) Be a witness to the lamb of God.  Today’s Gospel reminds us that being a disciple of Jesus means that 

we grow by faith to become witnesses for him.  And witnessing to Christ is an active, not passive, lifetime 

enterprise.  One cannot be a disciple of Jesus at a distance any more than one can be a distant lover.  To 

love Christ is to be drawn close to him, to know Christ personally, to experience him through the Bible, 

through prayers and sacraments, and to inspire others to want to know him.  To help Christ is to share the 

Good News about him with others.  Blessed are we when we bring to others the gifts of love, peace, justice, 

tolerance, and mercy, thus becoming witnesses for the Lamb of God, Jesus Christ our Lord. 

3) “Come and see”.  The essence of our witness-bearing is to state what we have seen and believed and 

then to invite others to “come and see”.  For John, faith began by responding to the invitation to “come and 

see”.  Three times Andrew brought someone to Jesus—first, his brother Simon (1:40) then, a boy with five 

barley loaves and two fish (6:8); and finally “some Greeks” (12:20-22), which signalled the hour for the 

Son of Man to be glorified.  We tell others about good restaurants, barbers, optometrists, etc.  Why isn’t 

there the same fervor over inviting and encouraging people to come and participate in our church activi-

ties?  Often we hesitate to do so because of the false notion that talking about religion is taboo in our cul-

ture, or that religion is a private matter and should not be shared with others, or that we don’t have much of 

a personal faith to share, or that our worship services would not be appealing to others.  One of the differ-

ences that faith should make in our lives is the desire that others—especially those without a religious 

faith—might also share in and benefit from the relationship God offers through Christ.  If we are not will-

ing to invite others in to this experience, what does that say about our experiences with Christ and with our 

Church?
