Open To The Spirit’s Workings! 

Whoever Is Not Against Us Is for Us 

Today’s scripture readings 
gives us a strong warning 
against jealousy, intolerance 
and scandal.  In the first 
reading, we find jealousy, 
in its destructive form of 
envy, raising its ugly head 
in Moses’ assistant and suc-
cessor, Joshua. Joshua could 
not tolerate the two men 
who started prophesying 
without attending the Spirit-
giving ordination ceremony 
Moses conducted in the 
camp.  This selection is in-
tended to provide a biblical 
background for Jesus’ re-
sponse to the same kind of 
jealousy.  In the second 
reading James warns the 
rich against giving scandal 
by their denial of social jus-
tice in refusing to give a liv-
ing wage to their workers, in ignoring the needs of others and in condemning and murdering the innocent and 
the righteous.  Baptism commits every Christian to work for social justice through peaceable rather than          
violent means.   

           In the Gospel, we find intolerance among the apostles of Chr ist.  John complained to Jesus that a 
man outside their group of selected disciples was exorcising demons in Jesus’ name in spite of their attempt to 
prevent him from doing so.  Jesus taught the apostles lessons in his kind of tolerance and in the reward to be giv-
en to outsiders for good deeds they had done for the disciples of Jesus.  We also hear the strong warning of Jesus 
against giving scandal, especially to innocent children, vulnerable members of  the community and beginners in 
the faith.  Jesus warned the apostles, and us, that, just as a doctor might remove by surgery a lump or some part 
of the body in order to preserve the life of the whole body, so we must be ready to part with anything that causes 
us or others to sin and which leads to spiritual death.  Jesus is inviting us to integrate out bodies into our follow-
ing of Christ so that our hands become agents of compassion, healing and comfort, our feet help us to bring the 
Gospel to the world and our eyes learn to see the truth, goodness and beauty that is all around us. 

Prayer for Australia:  Lord you place deep in our hearts the love of Mary Help of Christians.  Through 
her prayers grant wisdom to our leaders and integrity to our citizens. Under her protection may Australia 
be granted harmony, justice and peace.  We ask this through our Lord Jesus Christ your Son who lives 
and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God for ever and ever. Amen.

But Jesus said, ‘You must not stop him: no one 
who works a miracle in my name is likely to speak 
evil of me. Anyone who is not against us is for us. 

‘If anyone gives you a cup of water to drink just 
because you belong to Christ, then I tell you sol-
emnly, he will most certainly not lose his reward. 

‘But anyone who is an obstacle to bring down one 
of these little ones who have faith, would be better 
thrown into the sea with a great millstone round his 
neck. And if your hand should cause you to sin, cut 
it off; it is better for you to enter into life crippled, 
than to have two hands and go to hell, into the fire 
that cannot be put out. And if your foot should 
cause you to sin, cut it off; it is better for you to 
enter into life lame, than to have two feet and be 
thrown into hell. And if your eye should cause you 
to sin, tear it out; it is better for you to enter into the 
kingdom of God with one eye, than to have two 
eyes and be thrown into hell where their worm does 
not die nor their fire go out.’

We give scandal and become stum-

bling blocks to others (a) when we are unkind or unjust in our treatment of them; (b) when we humiliate 

them by hurting their pride and damaging their self-image; (c) when we discourage, ignore, or refuse to ac-

cept them; (d) when we become judgmental of those who ae still struggling to reach a level of commitment 

that we feel is useless.  2)  Let us learn the Christian virtue of tolerance:  It means that we should bear  

with the weaknesses of others without condoning the evil they do by a) remaining true to our conscience 

and beliefs b) respecting the differences we encounter c)  working together on projects of common interest 

(d) affirming what is good in the other person’s position even when we disagree on certain things, and e) 

allowing the light of Christ to shine through out loving words and deeds.
