Safeguarding Sunday seeks to acknowledge
the immense damage caused by the sexual abuse of children and adults at risk, including by priests, religious
and lay people within Catholic contexts. It makes a commitment to practices and protocols that create and
maintain safe environments for all people. It invites people to pray for those harmed by abuse directly and
indirectly.

This year Safeguarding Sunday has adopted the theme of National Child Protection Week - “Every
conversation matters”. Embracing this theme, we are reminded that every conversation about safeguarding
matters. Children and adults at risk are more likely to raise concerns and issues in an organisation that
empowers and listens to them, and creating space for children and adults to have a say in decisions that affect
them is an integral part of every safe organisation. Let us take part in this mission to make a safe Church for all!
