DEAR PARISHIONERS,
St. Mother Teresa of Calcutta, used to say that ‘God does not expect us to be successful but faithful.’
Likewise, we should remember that we are ‘not called to be busy, but fruitful’:

| AM the true vine, and my Father is the Vinedresser. Whoever remains in me, with me in him, bears fruit in plenty
(John 15).

We are called to ‘bloom where we are planted.’

is constantly at work within us.
