An 
essential dimension of Eucharist is that all people are our sisters and brothers, 
and that living out Eucharist in practice involves offering nourishment in word 
and action to everyone we encounter, especially those who, because of the 
circumstances of their lives, are unable to feed and nourish themselves.  …

in when, as community, we celebrate Eucharist must flow over into our daily 
living.
