Prayer to the Holy Spirit 

Breathe in me, O Holy Spirit, that my thoughts may all be holy. 

Act In me, O Holy Spirit, that my work, too may be holy. 

Draw my heart, O Holy Spirit, that I love but what is holy. 

Strengthen me, O Holy Spirit, to defend all that is holy. 

Guard me, then, O Holy Spirit, that I always may be holy.  Amen. 
 

The Prayer to the Holy Spirit attributed to St. Augustine is a short but powerful way to 

invite the Holy Spirit into our daily lives. It reminds us that God is active and present, 

and that we need His guidance to live a holy life. Each line of the prayer focuses on 

action. We ask the Holy Spirit to breathe, act, draw, strengthen, and guard us. These 

actions help us to open ourselves to God’s will. Through this prayer, we recognize that 

holiness is not just about what we do, but about allowing the Holy Spirit to work 

within us. 

For confirmation candidates and for all Christians, this prayer is a helpful reminder. It 

helps us trust in the Holy Spirit’s guidance as we face challenges, make decisions, and 

grow in faith. It is a call to give the Holy Spirit permission to lead us toward holiness,
