Jesus’ Love sets the
Standard.

Frequently in the gospel of John Jesus uses himself as a basis for
comparison. He asserts in a variety of ways that just as he is or as he <
does so must his disciples be or do. For example, 'For I have set you

an example, that you also should do as I have done to you'; 'Abide in me as |
abide in you'; 'If you keep my commandments, you will abide in my love, just as
I have kept my Father's commandments and abide in his love'.

In these and other ways (e.g., 17:18, 21; 20:21), Jesus offers himself as a model
for disciples to emulate. The idea of Jesus as a 'model' is exactly the meaning of
the Greek word usually translated as 'good' in the story of "'The Good Shepherd.'
In fact, Raymond Brown translates the traditional language this way: "The Model
Shepherd' (10:11). In John's gospel Jesus is not shy about using himself as a
model for others - he sets the standard.
