What Type of King?   
For the last gospel of the church's 
year we return to John and this 
scene from the trial of Jesus before Pilate. Pilate represents the most 
powerful empire the world has ever known and lives out of a worldview that is 
utterly contrary to that espoused by Jesus. For Pilate, kings and kingship mean only 
one thing: a threat to the established order. For Jesus this is the language of the 
Bible where God is the shepherd king who looks out for the lost and bandages the 
wounded. For the worldly governor of Judea this is all a pipe dream; for Jesus it is a 
vision that will endure long after the Roman Empire has crumbled into the dust. By 
his death and resurrection Jesus has witnessed to the truth about God and those who 
search for the truth still listen to his voice.   
We don't know how many people witnessed the death of Jesus in Jerusalem. We 
know that some of those who did were delighted to have him out of the way at last. 
Others were heartbroken at the death of a truly good man and the shattering into 
pieces of a dream for something better, a new world order in which love and service 
would triumph over oppression and hatred. The majority probably just went about 
their business and reflected that really it is wiser just to keep your head down and 
say nothing. We can be sure that nobody there thought they were witnessing the 
death of Christ the 
Universal King. His kind 
of king-ship has to be 
learned and not in palaces 
nor in schools of 
diplomacy but among the 
poor and needy and those 
whom the world has 
forgotten. For our king is 
the servant of the poor 
and we only belong to his 
court when we do 
likewise.

Mission Society. Remembered as representatives of the thousands of Christians 
tortured and martyred in Vietnam between the seventeenth and nineteenth 
centuries.

as a heroine of the Middle Ages  
30th - St Andrew, Apostle. Widely venerated since ancient times and 
remembered as one of the twelve who bore witness to the life, death, and 
resurrection of Jesus. 
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Minute Meditations -  The Gift of Solitude 
It was not long in the silence of the solitude that I understood I was not alone. 

Without even a book to distract me, I was out in creation surrounded by the 

stillness of a cold afternoon in the Pennsylvania forest. As I walked along a snowy 

trail I became aware that I was not actually by myself. Part of what jogged my 

attention was the beauty of creation and the rich feeling that I was not some 

spectator who had shown up like a patron at a zoo, peeking around at the 

surroundings like someone apart from and different from what was on display. 

Instead, I was sensitive to the reality of connectedness to all that was around me.  
 
And as if I were looking at a painting and had become suddenly aware of the artist 

who was responsible for its creation, I came to think about the source of this 

creation. Then, I came to sense the presence of that Divine Artist whose work was 

my very life and world. God was with 

me in the forest, not like another 

human person could have been with 

me in the forest, but there with me 

all the same. - from Dating God: Live 

and Love in the Way of St.
