Pope Francis in 2014: When Queen Elizabeth II met with Pope Francis at the Vatican in April 
2014, she gave the pope a food hamper filled with local delicacies and a bottle of Balmoral whiskey. The 
meeting marked the 100th anniversary of the re-establishment of diplomatic relations between the 
United Kingdom and the Holy See. 
 

Pope Benedict XVI in 2010: Pope Benedict XVI’s first meeting during his four-day visit to the 
United Kingdom in September 2010 was with Queen Elizabeth II in Edinburgh, Scotland. Benedict said 
it was a “very cordial meeting, characterised by the sharing of several profound concerns for the well-
being of the world’s peoples and for the role of the Christian values in society.” 
 

Pope John Paul II in 1980, 1982, and 2000: Queen Elizabeth II first met Pope John Paul II 
at the Vatican together with her late husband, Prince Philip, for an official state visit on Oct. 13, 1980. 
In a historic trip marking the first time a pope set foot in Britain, Pope John Paul II visited the queen at 
Buckingham Palace in May 1982. Nearly 20 years later, the queen travelled to the Vatican for a private 
meeting with the Polish pope on Oct. 17, 2000. 
 

Pope John XXIII in 1961 
Queen Elizabeth II and Prince Philip had an audience with Pope John XXIII at the Apostolic Palace on 
May 5, 1961. The pope expressed his “deepest personal esteem” for the queen for bearing “the weight 
of such vast responsibilities with so much simplicity and dignity.” 
 

Pope Pius XII in 1951 
One year before Queen Elizabeth II acceded to the throne, she met Pope Pius XII as a princess in 1951. 
 

 

 

 
 
 
 

 

 

The first Catholics arrived in the area from 1826 as assigned servants (convicts). Scottish, Irish, and later German immigrants 
built up the presence from 1833. Father Patrick Newman was the first resident priest in 1864. Prior to this, priests came from 
Queanbeyan and Cooma. Churches were built in Bombala 1867 & 1942 (St Mary’s), Delegate 1877 & 1915, (St Joseph’s), 

Cathcart 1878 (St John’s) and Corrowong 1894 (St Peter’s). Schools opened in 1866-1886 (privately Catholic), Bombala 1886 
and Delegate 1921. In 1888 the Sisters of St Joseph of the Sacred Heart, North Sydney (St Mary MacKillop) arrived and have 
provided continuous ministry for 134 years. Monaro & South Coast Parishes were transferred from the Sydney Archdiocese to 

Goulburn Diocese in 1917 and to the Archdiocese of Canberra-Goulburn in 1948. Our first priestly vocation was Fr Ernest 
Baragry who was ordained as a Missionary of the Sacred Heart in 1941. Delegate was a Parish in its own right from 1954-
1972. 2008 saw the welcoming of the World Youth Day Cross & Icon and the Consecration of St Mary’s Church Bombala 

following repairs and restoration. St Joseph’s Church Delegate celebrated its Centenary in 2015.

Reflection by Fr Michael Tate

Jesus, surprisingly, found
something appealing about this
steward who was in the rapacious
lending business. What was it?
Faced with the news that he was
about to lose his position, his
catastrophic reversal of fortune, he
cut a deal with his debtors to help
secure his future. Jesus gave him
full marks for being astute and
shrewd.
Jesus laments the fact that many
of his followers, ‘children of the
light,’ are not as smart in the face
of the Great Reversal – which He is
inaugurating in which ‘the hungry
will be filled with good things and
the rich sent empty away’ (Mary’s
Magnificat ).
We should be using our money
(‘mammon’) to alleviate the myriad
hungers of the world, not to buy
our way into Heaven, but so that
we become the sort of person who
will be able to enjoy the heavenly
companionship of those who
hungered.
We could take a moment to pause
and take stock of the use of our
resources which are passing, so
that we may be received into the
eternal habitation.
