Q’y POPE EXPRESSES CLOSENESS
(I TO UKRAINE EXPERIENCING
ﬁtﬂ e IMMENSE CRUELTY

A word that Pope Francis often pronounces and
shares with the world is 'perseverance.' The same
could be said of the 'constancy' with which, for over
six months, now Pope Francis has increasingly
accompanied his reflections, especially at the
General Audience and Angelus, with an appeal, a
plea, or even just a few words of solidarity for the
Ukrainian people, no matter what the topic for the
occasion may be.

For the 13th consecutive time since June 5, again
from the window of the Apostolic Palace following the
recitation of the Angelus when greeting those
gathered in St Peter's Square, Pope Francis recalled
last Sunday the "immense" suffering Ukraine is
bearing:

“Let us persevere in our closeness
and in prayer for the dear Ukrainian people
who are experiencing immense cruelty.”

ARCHBISHOP MARK COLERIDGE
Australia is facing a crisis in volunteering. A culture of
individualism means that community participation is
plummeting; and that's bad news, because
volunteers are crucial in all kinds of ways, seen or
unseen. But we’re also facing a crisis of employees
in vital sectors like aged Care. Centrecare is a jewel
in the crown of the Archdioceses, as it reaches out in
many ways to people in real need. But Centrecare
currently can’t find the workers it needs, and the same
is true of all welfare agencies. Declining immigration
through the COVID-19 years is part of the reason, but
only part. Child care is another area where we can’t
find workers, and even more broadly in education as
we face a teacher shortage. We’re struggling to care
for the young, the elderly and those in need. Yet the
quality of care offered to these is the prime criterion
by which any society is ultimately judged. No-one has
a magic solution, but we can at least recognise the
need....and make our own contribution, great or
small.

SYDNODALITY

In the Church we are hearing more and more about synodality. It was adopted at the recent Plenary
Council for the Australian Church and Pope Francis has called a worldwide Synod on synodality.

It is a Greek word and has been used in the Church for centuries. It reflects a way of being church.
The actual Greek word means - walking together.

Together is the only way we can be church. Only when we are united with each other as Christ’s
faithful, inspired by the Holy Spirit, sharing life and faith together can we be Christ’s witnesses to the
world.

Pope Francis has called this Synod, to be held in 2023 because he wishes to unite the Church. He is
fearful of some of the current trends in society infiltrating the Church. Politics and popularism are two
of the trends he is concerned about. The Church can never be a political organisation where people
campaign for things and want a majority vote to decide on matters.

And the Church can never be subject to popularism, where the Church is forced to adopt differing
trends from the society around it.

Synodality — walking together unites the Church, all can live with the decisions reached, politics and
popularism divides the Church, there are winners and losers.

On a sabbath day Jesus had gone for a
meal to the house of one of the leading
Pharisees; and they watched him closely.
He then told the guests a parable, because
he had noticed how they picked the places
of honour. He said this, ‘When someone
invites you to a wedding feast, do not take
your seat in the place of honour. A more
distinguished person than you may have
been invited, and the person who invited
you both may come and say, “Give up
your place to this man.” And then, to your
embarrassment, you would have to go and
take the lowest place. No; when you are a
guest, make your way to the lowest place
andsitthere, so that, when your host comes,
he may say, “My friend, move up higher.” In
that way, everyone with you at the table will
see you honoured. For everyone who exalts
himself will be humbled, and the man who
humbles himself will be exalted.’

Then he said to his host, ‘When you give a
lunch or a dinner, do not ask your friends,
brothers, relations or rich neighbours, for
fear they repay your courtesy by inviting
you in return. No; when you have a party,
invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the
blind; that they cannot pay you back means
that you are fortunate, because repayment
will be made to you when the virtuous rise
again.’

Hearing Our Lord's command:
'Invite the poor, the crippled, to the
feast,, how do we respond as
citizens of a nation which, in
comparative global terms, is having
a great feast? Jesus demands that
we go well beyond an immigration
policy which favours skilled and
entrepreneurial people. They more
than 'repay our courtesy' in terms
of economic activity and social
stability.

The majority of the poor and the
crippled live in the subsistence
villages, the refugee camps, and
the squalor of the megacities of
the Third World.

Heaven embossed invitations must
be extended to such as those so
that they may join in our national
feast. Only then can we become
the sort of people who, in the great
Feast of Heaven, can join with
those poor who are certain to be
there.

We could pause for a moment to
pray to put today's Gospel into
effect so that we might hear Our
Lord: 'Friend, join in the Feast. Be
close to me.'
