Saint Anthony of Padua
Saint of the Day for June 13

Was born at Lisbon, Portugal in c. 1193. He joined the
Franciscan friars around the age of 25 and worked as a
missionary among the Muslims in Morocco. Returning to
Europe due to ill health, Anthony spent time at an lItalian
hermitage, where his gift for preaching was soon
discovered. Due to his reputation as a biblical scholar, he
spent the remaining nine years of his life teaching in France
and ltaly before dying at Padua, around 1232. Many
miracles were attributed to his intercession and to this day
Saint Anthony is regularly invoked by many as a finder of
lost items. He is named as one of the doctors of the Roman
Catholic Church.

The inaugural Catholics to settle in the region arrived in 1826 as designated servants, primarily convicts. The community's
foundation expanded with the influx of Scottish, Irish and subsequently German immigrants starting in 1833. Father Patrick
Newman assumed the role of the first resident priest in 1864, succeeding a period during which priests were dispatched from
Queanbeyan and Cooma. Churches were erected to serve the growing Catholic population, including St Mary’s Bombala in 1867
& 1942, St Joseph’s Delegate 1877 & 1915, StJohn’s Cathcartin 1878 and St Peter’s Corrowong in 1894. Educational institutions
also emerged with privately Catholic schools opening between 1866 and 1886, followed by the establishment of Catholic schools
in Bombala in 1886 and Delegate in 1921. In 1888, the Sisters of St Joseph of the Sacred Heart (North Sydney) co-founded by St
Mary MacKillop, arrived, embarking on a continuous ministry that spanned 134 years. Monaro & South Coast Parishes transitioned
from the Sydney Archdiocese to the Goulburn Diocese in 1917 and later to the Archdiocese of Canberra-Goulburn in 1948. The
first local priestly vocation was Fr Ernest Baragry, ordained as a Missionary of the Sacred Heart in 1941. The Parish of Delegate
operated independently from 1955 to 1973. Significant events marked parish history in 2008, including the arrival of the World
Youth Day Cross & Icon and the Consecration of St Mary’s Church Bombala following extensive repairs and restoration.
St Joseph’s Church Delegate commemorated its Centenary in 2015.

Pentecost Sunday, Year C

First Reading Acts 2:1-11

People who are interested only in unspiritual things
can never be pleasing to God.

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you possessed the Spirit of Christ you would not belong
to him. Though your body may be dead it is because
of sin, but if Christ is in you then your spirit is life itself
because you have been justified; and if the Spirit of him
who raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, then
he who raised Jesus from the dead will give life to your
own mortal bodies through his Spirit living in you.

So then, my brothers, there is no necessity for us to
obey our unspiritual selves or to live unspiritual lives. If
you do live in that way, you are doomed to die; but if by
the Spirit you put an end to the misdeeds of the body
you will live.

Everyone moved by the Spirit is a son of God. The spirit
you received is not the spirit of slaves bringing fear into
your lives again; it is the spirit of sons, and it makes us
cry out, ‘Abba, Father!” The Spirit himself and our spirit
bear united witness that we are children of God. And
if we are children we are heirs as well: heirs of God
and coheirs with Christ, sharing his sufferings so as to
share his glory.

Reflection by Greg sunter

The feast of Pentecost celebrates the
power of the Holy Spirit coming upon the
disciples and energising them to set about
their mission of continuing the ministry of
Jesus. The gospel reading is one of the
post-resurrection appearances by Jesus
when he breathed the Holy Spirit upon the
disciples. The actual events of that first
Pentecost are recorded in the book of Acts
and are recalled in this week's first
reading. The use of this post-resurrection
gospel account is a reminder that Jesus
had already imbued the disciples with the
Spirit but, as so often throughout his
ministry, they were a bit slow to catch on
to the significance of what he had done. It
seems that they needed a more tangible
experience to jolt them into action and
Acts records the very physical experience
of the Spirit entering their midst as a
roaring wind before settling upon them as
tongues of flame. Jesus had breathed the
Spirit upon them but it took the roaring
wind to make a real impression on the
disciples. There are frequent references in
the gospels to Jesus being ‘filled with the
Spirit’. It is this Spirit with which he was
filled that he breathed upon his disciples;
it is that same Spirit that we receive
sacramentally in Confirmation.

For the weeks following the death of Jesus
the disciples had lived in fear and
confusion, not fully understanding what
had happened and not really knowing what
to do. When they realised that the Spirit
Jesus had breathed upon them was really
present and urging them to action they
finally had the courage to begin the
mission that Jesus had entrusted to them:
to spread the Good News of Jesus and
continue to realise his message in the
world.
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
