PROFESSION OF FAITH: (pLease stanD)

All: 1 believe in God, the Father Almighty, Creator of heaven and earth, and in Jesus Christ, his
only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, suffered
under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and was buried. He descended into hell; on the third
day he rose again from the dead; He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of
God, the Father almighty; from there he will come to judge the living and the dead. | believe in
the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins,
the resurrection of the body, and life everlasting. Amen.

PRAYER OF THE FAITHFUL: (RemAIN STANDING) (READ FROM THE PARISH BULLETIN)
LORD'S PRAYER: (ReMAIN STANDING)

SIGN OF PEACE: (RemAIN STANDING)

Leader: Let us offer each other the sign of peace.
Eucharistic Ministers and Leader move to the altar and wash fingers W




COMMUNION RITE: (PLeASE KNEEL)

The Eucharistic minister goes to the tabernacle, takes out the ciborium containing the hosts and
places it on the altar then moves to the side.

Invitation to Communion (Please kneel or sit)
The leader genuflects and then, holding the consecrated bread over the ciborium says:

Leader: Behold the Lamb of God, behold him who takes away the sins of the world. Blessed are
those called to the Supper of the Lamb.

All: Lord, I am not worthy that you should enter under my roof, but only say the word and my
soul shall be healed.

Communion
Leader receives Communion, saying quietly: May the Body of Christ keep me safe for eternal life.

The leader gives Communion to each Eucharistic minister, then hands each a ciborium or plate to
distribute Communion.

Reflective music is now played
Communion Reflection or short period of silence

Reflective music continues to be played
