Reflection on the Gospel  
 
Jesus is right. What comes out of us can make us impure. Our words 
build up or tear down. First, our words of ridicule can destroy others. 
Some people feel put down all the time. Your words of praise might 
make their day. 
  
Second, our words shape how we think about people. Do we focus  
only on faults when we talk about some people? If so, we are likely to 
miss the good within those people. Doesn’t God focus mostly on the 
good things about us? 
  
Third, our words also shape how others think about people. We can 
take the opportunity to point out people’s strengths when others tear 
them down. We also can take the opportunity to stop gossip when it 
comes across our path. Isn’t that what we want others to do for us? 
  
Jesus calls the Pharisees hypocrites in this week’s Gospel. That word 
comes from a Greek word meaning “actors.” This week, as you talk to 
and about other people, make sure your words show that your  
Christianity is not just an act.
