Gospel Reflection:

Jesus continues to instruct the disciples in the mysteries of the
kingdom of heaven. The readings for today focus our attention
on the nature of true wisdom. It is this true wisdom which
prompts us to choose the right course of action. It is true wisdom
that directs us in our interpretation of the law.

The longer we live, the more we realise that life experiences
open up for us a series of choices.
