REFLECTION by Greg Sunter

Gospel Focus — Truth

Jesus says to Pilate that he came into the world ‘to bear witness to the truth; and all who are on
the side of truth listen to my voice.” That is where today’s gospel passage finishes but as the
gospel continues on, Pilate famously asks Jesus ‘What is truth?’ and the question is left dangling;
unanswered. The truth Jesus has borne witness to is the truth of his whole life — the revelation of
God’s love for humanity. It is for proclaiming this truth that Jesus is placed on trial and is brought
before Pilate.
