MISSION TO THE GENTILES

23ra' Sunday in Ordinary T/me
- 7 Ol

This Sunday's gospel continues last
week's theme of Jesus' outreach to the “
excluded - last week it was the unclean, now it is the Gentiles.

In this gospel Jesus travels through Gentile territories, specifically, into Lebanon
(Tyre & Sidon) and afterwards into the district of the Decapolis (Greek for '10
cities'). Though these areas are quite distant from one another - Sidon is 20 miles
north of Tyre and almost 50 miles northwest of the Sea of Galilee, while the
Decapohs is to the southeast of the Sea of Galilee - they are all Gentlle districts.

== Travel into Gentile territory is a technique Mark uses to
include Gentiles in Jesus' mission. In 4:35-8:21 Jesus
frequently crosses the Sea of Galilee. West and south
of the sea is predominantly Jewish territory where he
spends most of his time, while east and north is
predominantly Gentile territory. The kinds of miracles
Jesus performs on the west (Jewish) side of the sea are
repeated on the east (Gentile) side. The most dramatic
example is the two miraculous feedings. On the Jewish
side, Jesus feeds 5000 people with five loaves (we read
John's account this year) and on the east side Jesus
feeds a crowd of 4000 with seven loaves (the
Lectionary omits this story). It used to be thought that
Mark simply included two different versions of the

- same event in his gospel; but scholars now suggest that
Mark shows Jesus doing similar things on both sides of the Sea to indicate that the
Kingdom of God includes both Jews and Gentiles. And, if this is the case, then the
mission of the Church should continue Jesus' outreach to Gentiles.

This Gentile theme is continued in the reading from Isaiah. The reading is chosen
primarily to correlate with the gospel because both readings describe the healing
of the deaf and the mute. But there is more: the opening of Isaiah 35 makes
reference to Lebanon, Sharon, and Carmel (35:2), all on the northwest coast where
Tyre and Sidon of this Sunday's gospel are located. In both readings, expansive
geography suggests far-reaching salvation.

12TH - THE MosT HoLY NAME oF MARY. The commemoration began in
Spain in 1513. The feast was extended to the entire Church following the
defeat of Muslim armies at Vienna on this day in 1683 by a Polish army
fighting under the name of Mary. By her name, Christians refer to the person
of the Virgin Mary, mother of God and mother of the Church.

13TH - ST JOHN CHRYSOSTOM, BisHOP, DOCTOR OF THE CHURCH.
Remembered for his simplicity of life, his care of the poor, the courage of his
witness, and his effective preaching of the Scriptures.

14TH - THE EXALTATION OF THE HoLY CRoOss. A feast of the Lord, it
celebrates the "lifting up" of the Son of Man on the cross, into glory, and the
paradox of the cross as a sign of humiliation and death, yet the source of
victory and life.

15TH - OUR LADY OF SORROWS. This commemoration originated in the
medieval devotion to the seven sorrows of Mary. Approved for the Servite
order in the seventeenth century, it was extended to the whole Western
Church in 1814 by Pius VIl in thanksgiving for his release from captivity
under Napoleon. In the light of Simeon's prophecy about a sword piercing
Mary's soul (Luke 2:35), the feast celebrates Mary, first disciple and first to
share in the pain and triumph of the cross.
