To one he gave five talents, to
another two, to a third one; each in proportion to his ability.
Then he set out. The man who had received the five talents
promptly went and traded with them and made five more.

Now a long time after,
the master of those servants came back and went through his
accounts with them. The man who had received the five talents
came forward bringing five more.

His
master said to him, "Well done, good and faithful servant; you
have shown you can be faithful in small things, | will trust you
with greater; come and join in your master's happiness." Next
the man with the two talents came forward. "Sir," he said "you
entrusted me with two talents; here are two more that | have
made." His master said to him, "Well done, good and faithful
servant; you have shown you can be faithful in small things, | will
trust you with greater; come and join in your master's happi-
ness." Last came forward the man who had the one talent. "Sir,"
said he "l had heard you were a hard man, reaping where you
have not sown and gathering where you have not scattered; so |
was afraid, and | went off and hid your talent in the ground.
Here it is; it was yours, you have it back." But his master an-
swered him, "You wicked and lazy servant! So you knew that |
reap where | have not sown and gather where | have not scat-
tered? Well then, you should have deposited my money with the
bankers, and on my return | would have recovered my capital
with interest. So now, take the talent from him and give it to the
man who has the five talents. For to everyone who has will be
given more, and he will have more than enough; but from the
man who has not, even what he has will be taken away. As for
this good-for-nothing servant, throw him out into the dark,
where there will be weeping and grinding of teeth."’

CATHECHESIS ON THE MASS

The four reasons we come to Mass

a In our investigation of the nature of the Mass
-_"": we have seen that it is primarily a sacrifice
offered to God for the intention of adoring,

- thanking, petitioning and apologising to
God.

P The primary ingredients of sacrifice are seen
first in the gift or sacrifice offered, namely a victim. In the Holy
Sacrifice of the Mass the victim is none other than Jesus him-
self.

Secondly there must be some procedure in offering the sacrifice,
so a ritual or ceremony of some sort. We have seen in our ap-
praisal of the Church’s ritual that there is a procedure compris-
ing the reading of God’s word and then the action of the
‘breaking of the bread’ which is the ritual destruction of the vic-
tim portraying ritually the redeeming death of Jesus.

Thirdly the sacrifice must be offered by one duly appointed to



Cont...represent the community, this is the office of the priest-
hood. In the Church there are two priestly realities, the priest-
hood of the faithful and the ministerial priesthood. The ministe-
rial priesthood is at the service of the priestly people and ena-
bles it to discharge its office of priestly ministry namely divine
worship and personal sanctification. The ministerial priesthood
acts on behalf of the priesthood of the faithful to accomplish
the sacrifice which reconciles humanity to God. The priestly
people are then impelled to mediate the blessings and life of
God to the world from what they have received in the Mass.

The last element of sacrifice is the intention with which one
brings to sacrifice. The intention or reason we offer the sacrifice
of the Mass is to discharge, primarily, our duty as priests. This
duty expresses itself in a fourfold way:

To adore God

To thank God

To petition God

To apologise to God

These are the four reasons we celebrate the Mass. This is why
we are called to the community of the Church to do these four
things through Christ our high priest and the victim for our sins.
Through the Mass we fittingly and becomingly adore God as he
has commanded us to do. Through the Mass we fittingly thank
God for what we have received. Through the Mass we effica-
ciously petition God for the things we need contingent on God’s
will. Lastly we make perfect reparation for our sins by apologis-
ing to God through the redeeming work of Jesus Christ made
real and present to us in the Mass.

So when we come to Mass let us be mindful that through Jesus
who is present amongst us in the liturgy we perfectly adore,
thank, apologise and petition the Father in the Holy Spirit who
calls us to worship.

Thus the doxology at the end of the Eucharistic prayer encapsu-
lates what we do as the people of God:

Through him, with him, in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all
glory and honour is yours Almighty Father, forever and ever.
Amen

THE TRUTH THAT SETS US FREE

Thirty-Third Sunday of the Year.
Fr Richard Ounsworth OP
preaches on the parable of the talents.
Like many priests, | am asked from time to time to preach at a
school Mass - often for the end of term or the beginning or end of
a school year. | would estimate that about two-thirds of the time,
the teacher responsible for organising the Mass chooses the Para-
ble of the Talents as the Gospel. It is not hard to see why: the staff
of the school want the children to feel encouraged to share their
talents and abilities, to make the most of them, for their own ad-
vantage and to the enhancement of the life of the school.
| confess that | take a certain amount of delight in telling the chil-
dren (and the teachers) that this is a completely fallacious reading
of this gospel passage. The word 'talent' has come to mean such

_innate and/or practised abilities as singing, sporting skill, mathe-

matical ability or juggling, because of this well-known passage and
the way in which it has sometimes been understood. But at the
time that the Lord spoke these words, a talent was - as is obvious
from the passage itself — simply a very substantial amount of mon-
ey. The parable is not a general exhortation to exert one's abilities
to the benefit of society, but a dramatic lesson about the judge-
ment that will fall upon Christians.

For there are two striking things about this parable that the com-
mon, banal and moralising reading of it has to overlook: the first is
that the servants are entrusted with something of extraordinary
value. We are not speaking here of being a good violinist, but of
the treasure of grace and mercy that is entrusted to every Chris-
tian. These 'talents' are nothing less than a share in the very life of
God himself, which is granted to each of us through baptism and is
nourished in the Eucharist and the other sacraments of the
Church.

This share in God's life is indeed granted to some to a greater ex-
tent than to others — are we not all aware that some are extraordi-
nary saints, while many of us find ourselves somewhat less
blessed? But even the least of the children of the Kingdom is
greater than the greatest of the Prophets. All of us have been
granted something absolutely extraordinary. There is no reason
why this should overflow into great skill in any earthly activity; it
will overflow rather in that superhuman charity which is the love
of God himself.

The second striking thing is a consequence of this: from those to
whom much is given, much will be expected. The parable invites
us to recognise that God expects, nay demands, that the gift he
has given us should bear fruit. Even though that gift is the all-
powerful Spirit, the Lord, the Giver of Life, yet that life can be pet-
rified, fossilised, by our lack of response to it. Just as the very
Word of God, having assumed human flesh, placed himself into
the hands of men and allowed them to nail him to a tree, so the
Spirit places himself, as it were, into our hands. We can allow it to
transform our lives, and through that transformation to partici-
pate in the coming-to-birth of the Kingdom. Or we can allow fear,
cowardice and timidity to rule us.

God is not a puppet-master. If we will not co-operate with the
Spirit, if we listen instead to the voices of fear, to the murmurers
who tempt us to give in, to do nothing, God will allow us to do
nothing, to dissociate ourselves from the often-hidden but yet
inevitable and inexorable spring that is even now overcoming the
winter of sin. But when that spring at last bursts into blossom, as
it surely will, then we will weep and grind our teeth when we real-
ise what we have done, what an extraordinary privilege we have
neglected.
