First Collection  (Pastoral Revenue) 
All money from the first collection, along with any money received from Easter & Christmas dues and any money received 

from baptism & wedding stole fees is banked into the Presbytery account.   The parish priest is paid a monthly stipend from 

the presbytery account.   

Second Collection (Parish Revenue) 
All money from the second collection is banked in the Church account.  It is used for the running of the parish.  eg. utilities

THE MONTH OF JUNE IS DEDICATED TO THE SACRED HEART  

We dedicate the month of June to the Sacred Heart of Jesus, in veneration and in gratitude for His 

merciful heart and His redeeming love for mankind. Holy masses, novenas, and the recitation of 

devotional prayers in honour of the Sacred Heart are traditionally observed by the faithful devotees. 

Saint Margaret Mary Alacoque (1647-1690), a French Catholic nun, was instrumental in spreading 

devotion to the Sacred Heart after she had visions of Jesus beginning in 1673, when Jesus asked her 

to have a special feast established in honour of His Sacred Heart.
