   FRIDAYS OF LENT 
 
John Smith was the only Protestant to move into a large 
Catholic  neighbourhood.  On the first Friday of Lent,  
John was outside grilling a big juicy steak on his grill. 
 
Meanwhile, all of his neighbours were eating cold tuna  
fish for supper. This went on each Friday of Lent.
