Easter Proclamation: THE EXSULTET
May your Lenten Journey be filled with the joy and love of God!

Rejoice, Jerusalem, and all who love her. Be joyful, all who were in mourning; exalt and be satisfies at her
consoling breast. This Entrance Antiphon for the fourth Sunday of Lent echoes and anticipates the joy of
Easter Vigil atmosphere. It is an evening of joy for the whole world to remember and celebrate the salvation
throughout the history of humanity. The story will be told in the beautiful piece of hymn called: the
EXSULTET.

The Exsultet, also known as the Easter Proclamation is a lengthy sung proclamation delivered before the
paschal candle, during the EASTER VIGIL by a deacon or a priest at the first part of the Easter Vigil
Celebration, the “Service of Light”. The lighted Paschal candle is being carried in procession into the dark
church, and when once is placed in its prominent candle stand, the deacon (or a priest) intones one of the most
evocative and poetic hymns of praise in all liturgy. The liturgy’s symbolic movement has been from darkness
to light; now words and music are used to praise and thank God for what the light represents: God’s saving
activity throughout human history, culminating in Christ’s defeat of death and resurrection from the dead.

Let us allow ourselves be filled with the joy of God as we walk this Lenten journey!
