SACRED HEART OF JESUS AND IMMACULATE HEART OF MARY 

FRIDAY 11th June - Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus 

SATURDAY 12th June - Feast of the Immaculate Heart of Mary 

The Solemnity of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus falls on the 19th day after Pentecost (a 

Friday), and the Feast of the Immaculate Heart of the Blessed Virgin Mary follows on the 
next day. 

In the case of the Sacred Heart of Jesus, the emphasis is on God’s love and mercy. In fact, that love and mercy 

is so intense that the symbol of the sacred heart is a human heart encircled with a crown of thorns, crowned 
with a cross, and radiating flames: this is how much Christ loves us. 

Marian devotions flow from Mary’s privileged status not only as the Mother of God but also as the first fruit of 
the grace poured out by Jesus’ sacrifice on the cross. She is the model Christian; devotion to her Immaculate 

Heart not only calls upon her help, but provides a model for what our own hearts should look like.
