NATIONAL MEN’S CONFERENCE 15 AUGUST 

Ask any church statistician and they’ll tell you that the most rapidly diminishing 

demographic in the Church is young men. Males between 25-45 make up the 

smallest percentage of churchgoers, which shouldn’t come as a surprise to most 

people who regularly attend Mass. 

The Australian Catholic Bishops Conference (ACBC) has responded to this crisis by 

throwing their support behind a national men’s conference next month, organised by 

MenALIVE.
