FR GEORGE’S GOSPEL REFLECTION 

On the road to Emmaus, the disciples were downcast and confused, unable to understand what had 

occurred. They could not recognise Jesus when he drew near to walk with them. They thought he was just 

one foreigner who came for the Passover. His identity was unknown to the disciples and he didn’t disclose it 

to them. They describe how they saw the empty tomb, but him they did not see. This is how it is with us 

sometimes. Unless he reveals himself to us, we will only see an empty tomb and a meaningless death. 

How did Jesus make himself known at Emmaus? He took his disciples on a journey through the Scriptures, 

explaining to them all that was written about Himself. However, they recognised him in the breaking of the 

bread. He takes the bread, blessed and broke it and gave it to his disciples, which was exactly what he did at 

the last supper. Every Eucharist re-enacts Easter Sunday at Emmaus. Jesus reveals Himself to us in our 
journey of life. He is still visibly present in the church and continues to reveal Himself in the Eucharist, which 

is at the centre of the life of the Church.  He speaks to our hearts in the scriptures. Then at the table of the 

altar, in the person of the Priest, he breaks the bread. 

In the words of the disciples, let us pray to Jesus to “stay with us” and let us not lose sight of him in the Word, 

Eucharist and the people around us.
