On the 17th July 1886, the first of the  
Presentation Sisters arrived in Young to  
assume the role of educating the children of  
the parish in their faith and also to bring  
pastoral care to the parish of St Mary’s. 
 

After 132 years of ministry, the last of the Presentation 
Sisters is leaving Young. On the 4th September 2018,  
Sr Phil is moving to Wagga to congregational care and 
although we are saddened to hear of her leaving, we 
want to make sure we properly celebrate her presence 
here over the last 30 years, and to celebrate the great 
contribution of the Presentation Sisters over the last  
132 years. 
 
Sr Phil’s farewell mass will be the parish mass on  
Saturday, the 1st of September followed by dinner.
