FIRST READING

Isaiah 35:1-6,10

God himself is coming to save you

Let the wilderness and the dry-lands exult, let the wasteland rejoice and bloom, let it bring
forth flowers like the jonquil, let it rejoice and sing for joy. The glory of Lebanon is
bestowed on it, the splendour of Carmel and Sharon; they shall see the glory of the Lord,
the splendour of our God. Strengthen all weary hands, steady all trembling knees and say
to all faint hearts, ‘Courage! Do not be afraid. ‘Look, your God is coming, vengeance is
coming, the retribution of God; he is coming to save you.”
