“A great number of children are born out-side of
wedlock, many of whom subsequently grow up
with just one of their parents or in a blended or
reconstituted family... The sexual exploitation
of children is yet another scandal-ous and
perverse reality in present-day society. Societies
experiencing violence due to war, ter-rorism or
the presence of organized crime are witnessing
the deterioration of the family, above all in large
cities, where, on their outskirts, the so-called
phenomenon of ‘street-children’ is on the
rise”.28 The sexual abuse of children is all the
more scandalous when it occurs in places where
they ought to be most safe, particularly in fami-
lies, schools, communities and Christian institu-
