Reflection

Another liturgical year has ended, and we stand at
a new beginning. Advent has a two pronged
message. Firstly we remember and celebrate, and
secondly we look forward to Christ's coming in
glory. What wonderful readings we have
to lead us into this season! Jeremiah
reminds us of the Lord's long-ago promise
that 'a virtuous branch' from David's line
would come to 'practise honesty and
integrity'. This immediately encourages us
to ponder the wonder of Christ's birth
which we celebrate at Christmas. The
Gospel reminds us that Christ will come

again and calls on us to trust in God at all times and
in all circumstances. Between these two readings
the psalm confidently asks for God's help, trusting
in the Lord's goodness and uprightness,
faithfulness and love. In the second reading Paul
prays for the Thessalonians asking the Lord to
increase their love and to help them live as God
desires. Perhaps 'the keys' to the joy of Advent are
to live with anticipation, with love, and to fulfil
