‘If you are the Son of God,” he
said to him ‘throw yourself down from here, for scripture says: He will put his angels in charge of you to guard
you, and again: They will hold you up on their hands in case you hurt your foot against a stone.’

But Jesus answered him, ‘It has been said: You must not put the Lord your God to the test.’
