Because of Christ I look upon everything else as useless in order to gain him. 

I believe nothing can happen that will outweigh the supreme advantage of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. 

For him I have accepted the loss of everything, and I look on everything as so much rubbish if only I can 

have Christ and be given a place in him. I am no longer trying for perfec�on by my own efforts, the 

perfec�on that comes from the Law, but I want only the perfec�on that comes through faith in Christ, 

and is from God and based on faith. All I want is to know Christ and the power of his resurrec�on and to 

share his sufferings by reproducing the pa�ern of his death. That is the way I can hope to take my place 

in the resurrec�on of the dead. Not that I have become perfect yet: I have not yet won, but I am s�ll 

running, trying to capture the prize for which Christ Jesus captured me. I can assure you my brothers, I 

am far from thinking that I have already won. All I can say is that I forget the past and I strain ahead for 

what is s�ll to come; I am racing for the finish, for the prize to which God calls us upwards to receive in 

Christ Jesus.

‘No one, sir,’ she replied. ‘Neither do I condemn you,’ said Jesus ‘go away, and don’t sin any more.’
