OVERVIEW OF PHASE 2 OF PLENARY COUNCIL – ST PETER’S PAMBULA 
Dear Parishioners 
We are now moving into the Discernment Phase of the Plenary Council Listening Process. This 
is a request to you to nominate for this Discernment Phase of the Plenary Council Listening  
Process. This is quite a different approach to Phase 1. This is a prayerful and deep listening  
process – listening to God and to each other. It invites us to reflect deeply on what needs to be 
said ‘nationally’ and ‘locally’ and to come to a consensus as a group. 
The Parish Pastoral Council will be closely involved in this process and forming the Facilitation 
Team with the assistance of other Parishioners. This will be carried out during Lent, and can 
effectively be your Lenten Programme.  The proposed details are as follows: Facilitation Team:
