1. Holy Water will no longer be available in fonts at Church

2. Acknowledge each other at the sign of peace, but refrain from touching.

3. Altar Servers and Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion must use hand sanitizer
BEFORE and AFTER distributing Holy Communion at Mass, Liturgy of Holy Communion,
Visits to the sick in Hospital and Home.

4. The reception of Holy Communion will be in the hand only, NOT on the tongue.

5. Holy Communion Distribution will be received under Sacred Host only and NOT the
Precious Blood.
