Athird theme, whichisfoundin
the first reading, picks up a theme that we have
considered several times during this period of
Ordinary Time, namely, service of others.

The treasure isthe kingdom of heaven. Itisthe prize
that gives meaningtothe present, anditsfullest
delightdraws usintothe future. The reign of God is
the fulfilment of our deepest desires and ourfondest
hopes. Nothinginthe world can compare withiit,
and that is why we are willing to sacrifice everything
to attainit.
