REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate
Ayounglad and the hungers of humanity

The disciples fell into the verbal trap which Jesus set. They believed that market
forces should dictate how the hunger of the crowd could be safisfied. It was a

young lad who put the disciples fo shame, simply handing over five barley loaves
and two fish to Jesus. It was because of his generosity that Divine generosity was

able to feed the crowd.

Divine desire to satisfy the hungers of humanity for the various necessities of life

(food, shelter, companionship, education, medicines) require human generosity.

Otherwise, Divine Compassion cannot be effective in the world.

Voluntary renunciation of property and sharing of wealth still occurs in the little
oases of monasteries and convents, echoes of the radical redistribution of

wealthrecorded in the Acts of the Apostles (Acts 4:32-35). St Luke makes it clear

that this was essentially linked to the Apostles’ testifying to the Resurrection ‘with
great power’.

Francis of Assisi and now Francis of Buenos Aires remind us that the Church itself
needs to engage in the redistribution of its wealth to enable the hungers of
humanity to be satisfied. This will give authenticity to its preaching of the Gospel,
and enable its evangelising to be undertaken ‘with great power’.

We could take a moment to pray that we become more like the little boy in the
Gospel, more like Francis of Assisi, more like Francis of Buenos Aires, voluntarily
sharing our wealth to satisfy the hungers of humanity.

Over the past few months the Parish and Lumen Christi Catholic College have been preparing 24 children
in readiness for them to receive the Sacrament of Confirmation on Sunday 08.08.2021 at the 10:00am Mass
at St Joseph's Church, Merimbula. Unfortunately, asyou are aware, Covid-19 restrictions have now been
re-imposed which means that we are required to comply with the 4 square metre rule. Accordingly, the
number of people who can attend a Mass at St Joseph's Church is reduced significantly. Due to the
numbers of Confirmation candidates, their parents and sponsors attending Mass, it has been decided that
on Sunday 08/08/2021 there will be 3 Masses held at St Joseph's Church, Merimbula - 8:00am, 10:00am and
2:00om. We, therefore, ask and encourage as many Parishioners as possible who usually attend the
10:00am Mass if they could, on this weekend only, attend either the 8:00am Mass in Merimbula or the
5:00pm Saturday Vigil Mass in Eden.

So that we can ensure numbers of people attending either of these 2 Masses complies with NSW Health
Covid-19 requirements, it is requested that you please advise our helpers at the door which of these
alternative times you can attend Mass on the weekend of 07.08.2021/08.08.2021. W e sincerely apologise for
this inconvenience and seek your assistance so that the Parish can comply with the NSW Health Covid-19
requirements.

Sacristy & Sanctuary Renovations to St Joseph's Church, Merimbula - September-October 2021

Parishioners willremember that last year plans for the installation of a Sacristy and renovations to the Sanctuary in
St Joseph's Church, Merimbula finalised and agreed fo by the Archdiocese. Accordingly, the builder plans fo
commence this work on Monday 06.09.2021. We are advised by the builder that the work will take 5 weeks to
complete, so that the Church can be re-opened again in time for Masses on Sunday 10.10.2021. As the church
will be closed during this time, Sunday Masses will be held at Our Lady Star of the Sea church in Eden. During
those 4 Sundays Mass will be held at 8.30am and 10:00am only. There will be no Saturday Vigil Mass during those
Sundays. So that we can help Parishioners tfravel to Eden to attend one of those Sunday Masses, the Parish is
organising a bus to leave from the church in Merimbula to take Parishioners to Mass in Eden. If anyone would like
to travel to Eden on the bus, could you please notify the helpers at the door as well as letting them know which
Mass time would suit you. The Parish will try to assist anyone who needs help in attending Sunday Mass in Eden
during the 4 Sundays that St Joseph's Merimbula will be closed.

Archdiocesan Protocols COVID-19 Safety Plan: Effective Monday, 28 June 2021 for NSW Parishes Only
Masses, Weddings, Liturgies, Gatherings

1. Masks are mandatory for those 12 years +

2. Priest (when celebrating Liturgy) and Lectors (when proclaiming the W ord) can dispense with the mask
3. Priest and Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion must wear masks when distributing the Sacred

Holy Communion only under the species of bread

Holy Communion to be received only in the hand

No touching at the sign of peace

Collection bags not to be passed around, but can be placed on an extended stick to allow

impressed by the signs he gave by curing the sick.
Jesus climbed the hillside, and sat down there with
his disciples. It was shortly before the Jewish feast of
Passover.

Looking up, Jesus saw the crowds approaching and
said to Philip, ‘Where can we buy some bread for
these people to eat?’ He only said this to test Philip;
he himself knew exactly what he was going to do.
Philip answered, ‘Two hundred denarii would only
buy enough to give them a small piece each.” One
of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, said,
‘There is a small boy here with five barley loaves
and two fish; but what is that between so many?2’
Jesus said to them, ‘Make the people sit down.’

There was plenty of grass there, and as many as five
thousand men sat down. Then Jesus took the
loaves, gave thanks and gave them out to all who
were sitting ready; he then did the same with the
fish, giving out as much as was wanted. When they
had eaten enough he said to the disciples, ‘Pick up
the pieces left over, so that nothing gets wasted.’
So they picked them up, and filled twelve hampers
with scraps left over from the meal of five barley
loaves.

The people, seeing thissign that he had given, said,
‘This really is the prophet who isto come into the
world.’ Jesus, who could see they were about to
come and fake him by force and make him king,
escaped back to the hills by himself.
