REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate
Dawn has Broken - The Son is Risen

Women go to the tomb as dawn is breaking. The Power of Darkness which had
Jesus unjustly sentenced, cruelly tortured and buried in the pitch blackness of the
tomb, is conquered by the Son-Rise of all sun rises flooding our world and the
whole of human history with Divine Light and Energy.

This is the heart of our faith as Catholic Christians, which we celebrate with bon-
fire (good fire) in darkness at the Easter Vigil. From that earthly element we light
the Easter candle and the Exsultet is sung: ‘Be glad, let earth be glad as glory
floods her, ablaze with light from her eternal King.'

The resurrection itself is nowhere described in the gospels, but we do have
appearances of the Risen Lord Jesus. The first appearance was to a woman,
Mary of Magdala. A title given to her by the early church was ‘Apostle to the
Apostles’ because she was the bearer of the message which the male disciples
initially did not believe. But eventually they too believed that Death had been
done to death because the Son had risen.

Christ's body was transfigured by the energy of Divine Love and we can, by grace
parficipate in that resurrection life of Our Lord. A glorious destiny awaits us, as
indeed it awaits the whole cosmos as it is to be transformed by that resurrection life
recreating the whole of creation.

We could take a moment to pray that we, along with all that matters, are graced
with the life-giving energy of the Risen Son and that we may join Mary of Magdala
in spreading the Good News of Christ’s victory over death. Alleluial

MARRIAGE PREPARATION

Do you want newly engaged couples to be able to make
a go of their marriage? Do you wonder what can be done
to help them in thise Here's a marriage preparation
program that works. Fr Rob Ruhnke, a Redemptorist priest
in the USA, has spent years developing a program for
marriage preparation, “For Better & For Ever”, which
doesn’'t rely on couples devoting enormous amounts of
time to marriage prep involvement, but works instead with
the relationship between a couple approaching marriage,
and a couple who have lived their marriage for some
years — with both learning from each other. Rob’s program
doesn't stop at the wedding, but invites the relationship to
confinue for about 2 years. It's in that fime that couples
begin fo find challenges to their relationship — and are
often afraid to talk with anyone about it, because it might
show that their marriage is ‘on the rocks’. It's a fime when
couples can learn that these challenges are a normal part
of marriage, of our rough edges being rubbed off so
together we can move from our individual ‘families of
origin’ fo the new ‘family of origin’ that the couple is
developing together. It provides newly married couples a
frusted relationship wherein they can talk about their
reality, learn that it is normal, and find, from someone who
has lived it, ways to use those challenging times to
develop a new and stronger relationship. Rob has learned,
during covid-19, that the fraining for mentor couples can
now be done entirely by Zoom, so couples the world over
can become involved, be mentors. You are invited fo go
online to hitp://marriagepreparation.com, where you can
read about the program, watch several videos, etc.

A reading from the Acts of the Apostles

We have eaten and dunk with him after his eswviection from
the dead.

Peter addressed Cornelius and his household: *You
must have heard about the recent happenings in
Judaea; about Jesus of Nazareth and how he began
in Galilee, after John had been preaching bapftism.

It is to him that all the prophets bear this
witness: that all who believe in Jesus will have their
sins forgiven through his name.’

It was very early on the first day of the week and sfill
dark, when Mary of Magdala came to the tomb. She
saw that the stone had been moved away from the
fomb and came running to Simon Peter and the
other disciple, the one Jesus loved. ‘They have taken
the Lord out of the fomb’ she said ‘and we don't
know where they have put him.’

So Peter set out with the other disciple to go to the
tomb. They ran together, but the other disciple,
running faster than Peter, reached the tomb first; he
bent down and saw the linen cloths lying on the
ground, but did not go in. Simon Peter, who was
following now came up, went right into the tomb,
saw the linen cloths on the ground, and also the
cloth that had been over his head; this was not with
the linen cloths but rolled up in a place by itself.
Then the other disciple who had reached the tomb
first also went in; he saw and he believed. Till this
moment they had failed to understand the teaching
of scripture that he must rise from the dead.
