Laggan Church 
The Parish Finance Committee met last Wednesday with 
the Archdiocesan Property Consultant. In accordance 
with Canon Law the future financing of the parish and 
the maintenance of the patrimony of the parish have 
been discussed at length. As a result, it has been agreed 
unanimously that the best course of action would be to 
proceed selling the Laggan church as it is no longer in use 
and the building is deteriorating over the years. The 
proceeds from this sale to be used for installing the new 
ramp, the access toilets & access compliance, and also 
for repair and refurbishment of the Crookwell 
presbytery and convent in order that those buildings or 
part thereof may be leased out to provide reliable 
income to the parish. As Social gathering has been 
restricted under covid protocol unfortunately we will not 
have an opportunity for physical gathering. So, I 
encourage you to contact me if need any further 
information.

ON THE ASSUMPTION OF MARY At the end of his 
1995 encyclical, ‘The Gospel of Life’ (Evangelium 
Vitae §105), Pope St John Paul II wrote the following:
