The Sacrament of Confirmation will be celebrated on Tuesday 13 
September in St Michael’s Church and Wednesday 14 September in 
St Monica’s Church. 
 

Registration for the Sacrament of Confirmation 
Registration must be made via the Our Lady of Perpetual Help Qkr! 
App (NOT the school app).  Registrations opened on  27 June 2022 
and will close by Friday 22 July.  No late registrations will be 
accepted after the closing date. 
 

Commitment Masses  
Students and parents must attend one of the weekend Masses at 
either St Monica’s Church (5pm Saturday or 10am Sunday) or St 
Michael’s Church (8am or 5.30pm Sunday) on one of the dates listed 
below to make their commitment for the sacrament:
