Archdiocesan Protocols regarding Covid-19 as of 15 May 2020

Churches may now be open but will be restricted to no more than 10 people in the
building at any time.

Mass may be celebrated for no more than 10 people, excluding those conducting
the service.

Funerals celebrated inside the church building are restricted to 20 people,
excluding those conducting the service.

Funerals celebrated outside the church building are restricted to 30 people,
excluding those conducting the service.

Weddings may now be celebrated with 10 people, excluding those conducting the
ceremony.

Parishes and communities are to keep an accurate register of people who come for
public and private prayer.

Frequently touched surfaces are to be regularly cleaned.

These gatherings are permitted with the physical distancing rule of 1.5 metres. No
physical sign of peace is permitted and the current protocols for Holy Communion
remain in place.
