ARCHBISHOP FRANCIS PATRICK CARROLL

With great sadness, | announce the death of Emeritus TR
Archbishop Francis Carroll, the Fifth Archbishop of Can-
berra and Goulburn. He was 93 years of age and died
peacefully on Thursday morning 14 March.

Born 9 September 1930 and ordained a priest on 27 July
1954. Archbishop Carroll served the Canberra and Goul-
burn Archdiocese from 1983 until his resignation in 2006.
Prior to this he was Bishop of the Diocese of Wagga
Wagga from 1968 to 1983.

Archbishop Carroll served as the President of the
Australian Catholic Bishops Conference from 2000-2006.
He was awarded the Centenary Medal in 2001, an honour
introduced during the Centenary of Federation year.

Archbishop Carroll is well remembered as the first
Australian Bishop to call a Diocesan Synod following the
1960’s Second Vatican Council, followed by a second

Synod in 2000. He welcomed Pope John Paul Il to the National Capital during his visit to Australia
in 1986 and is well remembered for his active support and encouragement to the youth and renew-

al movements.
